Must have a recommendation from 1 teacher. Recommendation form is in your packet.

Must demonstrate good sportsmen-like conduct on and off the courts, willingness to help fellow
players on and off the courts, take the initiative to be a leader on and off the courts, demonstrate
courage and dignity while representing their family and Dobie HS at tournaments (not limited to
school tournaments), and display the heart of a true champion on and off the courts.
